And we have received with joy two 
granddaughters and one grandson. Dale was blessed to perform 
both marriages and all three baptisms. Both of our mothers have 
been called to be with Jesus in glory. As you all know, Dale was 
diagnosed with multiple myeloma, a form of blood cancer. We re-
turned to the States for 14 months for treatment, during which time 
he still actively worked with the church. After achieving remission, 
we returned to the work in Prague. Thanks be to God he is still in 
remission. And most recently, our oldest grandchild was confirmed 
into the Lutheran faith, which we were happy to witness. It has 
been a full 10 years. But God has seen us through it all and richly 
blessed us. Perhaps, there is another 10 years in us! 

The Feast of Pentecost

to the Church. On that day, we celebrate the gift of the Ho-
ly Spirit who creates and sustains the Church, gathering it 
from all nations of the world.

It is always our hope to gain newer 
people from different countries so that we can add them to our confession each year.

Recently, our congregation had an outing for the day to the 
castle in Konopiště, which is a short trip southeast of Prague.
